43The nature of social interdependence: You are always in a “social interaction field”                (like a magnetic field) with every person in sight and earshot, but most of the time these           are individualistic interactions (ie, no communication and unconnected activities).  Every interaction between you and anyone else is individualistic, cooperative, competitive, or a     blend of these three.  Only when you are completely alone in geographical isolation can          you not be in a social interaction field with someone else.  Here is the research on the social            and cognitive benefits of cooperative interactions in the classroom vis-à-vis competitive          and individualistic interactions.

48Cooperative interactions can be purposefully used to engineer an inclusive group identity   among participants.
